For the win he earned $7,129 and a 
trophy saddle compliments of Kyle Tack.

The Reserve title in the Level 4 Open ended in a tie 
between Schaffhauser on Dun Tinkering (Hollywood Dun 
It X Whiz N Snap) and Calcagnini on Shinestein (Einsteins 
Revolution X Shiney O Lady). Each horse earned $3797.

“We wanted 
him to have a good go today and he did everything right,” 
said Mandy. ”I’m not sure yet whether Cade or I will ride 
him at the NRHA Futurity, but I know he’ll want him, now!”

The Reserve Championship ended in a two-way tie at 

143.5 between Shelby Reine of LaPl, Louisiana on Keepy-
ourgunsloaded and Dr. Jim Morgan of Pilot Point, Texas on 
Dun Alotta Chics.

He tied for the class win, 
and felt prepared for the Futurity.

“He is a fun horse – easy to ride and easy to show - 
pretty uncomplicated.

Hans-Peter Marquardt’s Guntinis Great Chex (The Great 
Guntini x Chexymatic) to a 220. The mare bred by Green-
way Stables had been second after the go rounds. Guntinis 
Great Chex was trained by her owner until this January 
when he moved her to Alex‘ place. “This mare is a great 
horse,“ said Alex Ripper.
